The Director-General of the Department

of Social Development and Welfare

In 2015, Thailand will enter into the threshold of
an ASEAN Community which is based on three pillars:
ASEAN Security Community, ASEAN Economic
Community and ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community.
In order to be in line with the ASEAN Charter which all
ASEAN members are encouraged to use English as
a common official language, the Office of the Civil
Service Commission (OCSC) has, therefore, proposed
a guideline to develop and enable government officers
to be wellprepared towards Thailand’s becoming
the ASEAN Community. Several tools and methods
that will promote better language skills of personnel
in the public sector have been built or subsequently
developed which include, for example, learning English
through electronic devices and organizing various
English language courses. Since the Ministry of Social
Development and Human Security has been designated
by the Thai Government to play the key role of being
a coordinating body for the third pillar of ASEAN
Socio-Cultural Community, the capacity of its personnel



to work beyond the Thai boundary is very important and
needs to be strengthened. The skill of Thai personnel
to communicate in English is required in order to be able
to maintain contact and coordination with international
organizations and fellow ASEAN member countries.

To meet the need as earlier mentioned and to
perform future tasks effectively, the Department of Social
Development and Welfare has a policy aiming towards
capacity building of its officials at all levels as far as the
language skills are concerned to enable them to be
well-prepared to communicate in English by the year
2015 just like other countries that use English in daily
communication and contact. To put the policy of the
department into actual implementation, the Foreign
Affairs Co-ordination Group under the Bureau of Central
Administration has been assigned to develop a handbook
of English conversation for its personnel to prepare them
prior to entering the threshold of becoming an ASEAN
community in the near future. Officers in organizations



under the department located at central level and
nationwide will have a chance to learn English and
make use of the handbook to practice their verbal
communication skill by themselves.

| sincerely hope that this handbook will be useful
and enable you to talk to foreigners with more confidence.
Please try to learn and practice your English on a regular
basis which | believe will further enhance your English
communication skills. | encourage you to keep on
practicing so that you will certainly be well-prepared for
the ASEAN Community starting in 2015.

My name is Umaporn Phongchit, a Social Worker,
Professional Level, acting as the Chief of Social Work
Section in Ban Bang Khae Social Welfare Development
Center for Older Persons. I’'d like to report on past
performance of the Social Work Section of December
2011 which will be divided into 6 items as follows:

1. As for statistical data of older persons as of
December 2011, there are in total 258 persons comprised of
90 males and 168 females. Among these, 12 persons are

new cases and 19 cases were discharged.

2. Social case work was implemented for 423 times

per 691 cases.

3. Social group work was run for 228 times per
3,321 cases and Happy Home Project was implemented

for 84 times per 422 cases



4. Country social community was run for 260 times
per 400 cases, divided into 5 items: (1) Respite Project,
18 times per 72 cases; (2) Project on Participation of
Three Generations in Health Care Promotion, 1 time
per 25 cases; (3) Social Service Centers for Older
Persons in 4 communities, 284 times per 2,160 cases;
(4) Tha Talat Three-generation Center to Strengthen
the Bond of Family Love, 32 times per 412 cases; and
(5) Project on Preparation of Older Persons for Ageing

Society, 15 times per 128 cases

5. Administration social work was implemented

for 11 times per 81 cases
6. Other works included 74 official letters and
26 times a case of coordination, data and information

collection and attendance of external meetings.
